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SUMMARY !

Totara Creek Ecological Area lies within Tararua Ecological District. It
contains the entire Totara Creek catchment area (a tributary of the Waiohine
River) an area of 1233 hectares. This catchment lies in the foot hills of

Tararua State Forest Park.

This area's climate is characterised by strong winds and moderately heavy

rainfalls.

This ecological area lies across the Wellington Fault - one of the most active
fault-lines in the Tararuas and contains exposures of both the Ruahine and

Wakarara Greywacke Group rocks.

The area comprises a sequence of montane to alpine vegetation-types that is
representative of the mid-eastern Tararua Ranges. Because of ongoing erosion

in the area, these presently contain many different seral stages.

Wildlife in the area appears varied, so far over 32 species of invertebrate

have been recorded,

Vertebrates are widespread in the area, and include many species of both
native and introduced fauna. The area's birdlife comprises many species, the

most commonly encountered being grey warbler, whitehead, tomtit, and rifleman.

Introduced animal species that have the greatest impact on native plants and
animals in the area are red deer, goat, pig, possum, ship rat, stoat and the

blackbird.
