Description; small forest remnant on hill slope surrounded by paddock. Now fenced off from stock.
Most common canopy species are extremely large whiteywood with barbery and hawthorne. Three
large tawa trees, and one large pukatea were seen and native passionvine was abundant. Forest showed
little impact from possum browsing. Contact Terry Dowdeswell of Delphinium growing fame.
